anbound Tourism)

The number of visitor arrivals in 2009 totaled 7.82 million and showed double-digit growth (+13.4% over
the previous year), which can be attributed to growth in major markets such as Japan and the Greater China

region.

Visitor Arrivals and Tourism Receipts (1995-2009)

(Unit : Arrivals, US$1,000)
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The number of tourist arrivals in 2009 totaled 7,817,533 (+13.4% over the previous year). 6,074,513 visitors were from
Asia and made up 77.7% of the total (+19.3% from 2008); 751,697 visitors from the Americas accounted for 9.6%
(+1.0%); and 597,762 visitors from Europe totalled 7.6% (+0.9%); while Korean overseas residents amounted to 234,420
or 3.0% (-23.8%).

The upward trend was led by female visitors as well as increased arrivals from major markets. Female visitors(+29%)
increased at a more rapid rate than males (+5.3%), and visitors from China (+14.9%) and Japan (+28.4%) showed
remarkable growth.

The first quarter of 2009 witnessed a strong increase (+24.3%), particularly due to favorable exchange rates and
promotions featuring the advantages of exchange rates. The second quarter exhibited a strong start with the arrivals
increasing 20.8% in April. However, due to the outbreak of the HIN1 influenza virus, visitors to Korea either canceled or
postponed their trips from the end of April, leading to under-performance in May (+0.8%) and June (-1.7%). As a result,

the arrivals in the second quarter as a whole were up only 6.8%. Demand for travel to Korea recovered in the third

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quarter (+14.2%): The H1N1 influenza virus was perceived as less dangerous although it continued to spread, and demand
for summer vacation travel returned. The fourth quarter showed relatively marginal growth (+9.4%), as the fear of flu
outbreak resurfaced. In addition, promotions featuring the advantages of exchange rates had started at the end of 2008,

which account for a relative slowdown in growth during the fourth quarter of 2009.
& Trends by Major Markets

Arrivals from major markets increased due to the success of promoting favorable exchange rates and featuring Korea as

a flu-safe country.

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(@] (Japan) Although Japan's economic recovery remained sluggish, Japanese travellers to Korea were up 28.4%,

surpassing the three-million mark for the first time.

From January through March, the number of Japanese arrivals were up more than 50% over the same period in the
previous year, which can be attributed to the strong yen from October 2008 as well as promotion of the favorable
exchange rates. Trips to Korea reached an all-time high growth rate of 72% in February. The number of visitors in March
marked 326,874, the highest number ever in monthly arrivals. Therefore, the Japanese arrivals in the first quarter were up

as much as 60.7%, taking up 28.1% of the number of Japanese visitors for the entire year. The booming trend continued

in April (+54.0%), but the outbreak of the HINT influenza virus at the end of April was a shock to many Japanese
travelers who are very sensitive to safety issues. This led to a noticeable decrease in arrivals in May and a negative growth
rate in June, diminishing the overall growth rate in the second quarter to 20.6%. Demand recovered in the third quarter
(+33.8%), however, as the HIN1 influenza virus was perceived to be less dangerous and the media coverage featured
extensive treatment for the disease. In addition, demand for summer vacation travel contributed to increased arrivals.
Growth was relatively sluggish in the fourth quarter (+6.1%). Many school field trips were cancelled in October due to the
flu scare. Also, the yen was appreciated from the end of 2008, which accounts for increased arrivals in the fourth quarter
of 2008 (+20.3%) and a relative slowdown in growth in the same period of 2009.

A further breakdown of the Japanese travellers shows the following: by gender group, female visitors(+47.0%) increased
much faster than males (+10.1%); travel and leisure visitors which took up over 90% of arrivals from Japan marked a
29.4% increase, while business travellers were down 19.4%; and by age group, visitors in the 20s and over 60 showed a
strong increase (48.1% and 42.0% respectively), and visitors in the 50s were the largest (620 thousand), followed by the

20s (570 thousand), the 30s (560 thousand), the 40s (550 thousand), and over 60 (530 thousand).

EM (China) A double-digit growth rate owing to the strategy maintaining price-competitiveness of

Korean tour products

The number of visitors were up 12.2% from January to April, as more Chinese showed interest in trips to Korea owing to
the yuan appreciation, signs of economic recovery, the lunar new year holiday, and charter flights. In May, the number of
visitors was down 5.2%: overseas travel demand had diminished because of the policy that people infected with the flu
were to be isolated. However, the growth rate turned positive from June due to the joint marketing with travel agencies
featuring favorable exchange rates as well as promoting Korea as a flu-safe country. Accordingly, the full-year result was
up 14.9%.

By gender group, the growth rate of female visitors (26.9%) surpassed that of male visitors (14.9%). The ratio of male to
female visitors is 53 to 47, but the proportion of female visitors is increasing (in 2008, the ratio was 55 to 45). When
examining the purpose of travel, visitors with "tour' purposes hit the biggest growth rate (+39.2%), as the overseas travel
demand of the middle class was boosted by eased tourist visa requlations as well as rise in stock and real estate prices.
Also, 'study/training' exhibited an impressive increase (+27.5%) as many Korean-Chinese are now entering Korea with
working-visitor visas, which are issued to ethnic Koreans living in China, Russia and neighboring countries. On the other
hand, visitors with 'business' purposes decreased by 11.3%, seemingly due to continued uncertainties about the global
economy. By age group, every demographic except under 20s (+4.9%) was up about 20%, and visitors over 60 showed the

strongest increase (+26.0%). Visitors in the 30s were the largest in absolute number, followed by the 20s and the 40s.

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E= (USA) A marginal increase due to H1N1 influenza virus

Arrivals from the US numbered 611,327 (+0.2%), while its market share has decreased by 1.1%, putting it at 7.8%, or
3rd place in visitor volume. Business travellers diminished by 28% due to the continued slump of the American economy.
On the other hand, leisure travellers increased by 2.4% due to increased price competitiveness of Korean tour products,
more frequent flights by national carriers, and intensified promotions on Korea-China tour packages and stopover
products.

By gender group, males (61%) outnumbered females (39%). However, female visitors are increasing(2.6%) at a faster
rate than males(-1.6%). By month, the number of visitors peaked in October, followed by June. The second quarter
(27.4%) and the third quarter (26.1%) saw strong traffic, while the first quarter showed the biggest growth rate owing to

expectations of economic recovery.
(Taiwan) Active campaigns contributed to recovery in demand.

Taiwan, holding 4th place in visitor volume, turned to positive growth in four years with 380,628 visitors (+18.9%).
Various marketing activities presented shopping tours and package discounts to revive shrinking demand.

The second quarter (+23.5%) marked stronger growth than the first quarter (+5.4%), which contrasts with the trends in
other major markets where the growth rate of the second quarter was sluggish due to the H1IN1 influenza virus. It
appears that proactive marketing activities were successful, including a guarantee to provide insurance money to
travellers if they became infected with the H1N1 influenza virus.

By gender group, male visitors increased by 11.2% while female visitors were up 26.2%. By age group, every
demographic showed double-digit growth. Visitors in the 30s showed the strongest growth rate (24.9%), followed by the
20s (22.5%).

Other Regions

Visitors from Hong Kong were up 34.6% to 215,769, marking the highest growth rate among major markets. Travellers in
Hong Kong preferred short-haul destinations due to the economic recession and the HIN1 influenza virus. Higher price
competitiveness compared to other neighboring countries boosted trips to Korea as well.

Arrivals from Thailand also grew to over 190 thousand (+18.8%), and monthly growth rates were continuously positive
except in July and August, when demand fell because of the HIN1 influenza virus. Corporate incentive travel showed a
steady increase and group tourists were on the rise as well due to higher price competitiveness of Korean tour products.

In Europe, arrivals grew to 597,762 (+0.9%), with positive results from most major markets such as Russia (+0.5%),
Germany (+6.7%), UK (+4.8%), and France (+2.7%). The sterling depreciation against euro, increased stopovers, and steady

demand in corporate travel contributed to increased arrivals.
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Arrivals from Oceania were sluggish in the second quarter due to the outbreak of the HIN1 influenza virus. However,
increased stopovers, large cruise tourists, and the strong Australian dollar led to a 3.1% increase of Australian visitors.

Thus the overall trip volume from Oceania grew to 130,446 (+2.3%).

The weak won and the H1N1 influenza virus led to a sharp decline in outbound demand, and thus, the

number of departures from Korea marked a double-digit decrease rate and stood at 9.49 million (-20.9%).

Korean Departures and Tourism Expenditures (1995-2009)

(Unit : Travelers, US$1,000)
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The number of departures from Korea marked a sharp decline and stood at 9,494,111 (-20.9%). The won depreciation
started from 2008 and lasted throughout the year of 2009. Furthermore, the outbreak of the HIN1 influenza virus led to
a drastic decrease in outbound demand.

As usual, overseas travel was popular during vacation seasons °™January, July, August and December. However, the
absolute number of outbound travellers diminished and marked double-digit decrease rates between January and
October. The growth rate turned positive in November and December, since the volume had already fallen sharply in the
same period of 2008, and outbound travel demand revived owing to slight appreciation of the won.

By gender, male and female visitors decreased by 20.6% and 25.3% respectively. By age group, every demographic
showed a decrease: the 20s and under marked the biggest decrease rate (-29.7%), followed by the 60s and over (-26.0%),
the 50s (-24.1%), the 40s (-22.3%), the 30s (-20.2%), and the 20s (-18.4%).

The number of Korean outbound travellers by destinations were collected by the tourism boards in major countries. A
total of 3,198,000 Korean travellers visited China (-19.3%), which is the most popular destination for Koreans. Also, the
Japanese market showed a negative growth rate with 1,587,000 visitors (-33%), followed by the USA with 744 thousand
visitors (-2.0%), Hong Kong with 619 thousand visitors (-31.6%), and Thailand with 618 thousand visitors (-30.4%).

The tourism balance in 2009 moderated to a 1.3 billion dollar deficit, as the weak won led to a decrease in

outbound demand but lured foreign shoppers.

The won was weakest in 2008 and the depreciation continued in 2009, as tourism receipts reached 9.8 billion dollars
accordingly. As the effects of promotions featuring favorable exchange rates lasted and as the weak won lured foreign
shoppers, the tourism receipts were up 0.7% compared to the previous year. On the other hand, Koreans traveling
overseas spent 110.4 billion dollars (-24%), as the outbound volume declined by 20% and more Koreans opted for wise

spending while traveling overseas.
