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1 2007 Korea Inbound and Outbound Tourism Summary

‘_Inbound Tourism)

The number of tourist arrivals in 2007 totaled 6,448,000 (+4.8% over the previous year), with a downturn in

the Japanese market contrasted by continued demand from China, Southeast Asia, the Americas and Europe.

Visitor Arrivals and Tourism Receipts(1995-2007)
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The number of tourist arrivals in 2007 totaled 6,448,000, (+4.8%) over the previous year. Visitors from Asia made up
4,746,808 or 73.6% of the total (+3.0% from 2006); from the Americas 716,336 or 11.1% (+6.4%); from Europe 559,464
or 8.7% (+4.6%); others including Oceania, Africa and Korean overseas residents made up 6.7%. Specifically, the Korean
overseas residents market showed remarkable growth (+29.7%), making up 4.7%.

During the first quarter, Japanese group tourists led a sound start in the beginning of the year. Chinese visitors showed
very strong growth during the Lunar New Year holiday in February, but with arrivals from Japan declining due to a strong
won, the overall growth rate averaged 2.2%. In the second quarter, arrivals from major markets such as Japan and
Southeast Asia continued to decline due to the unfavorable exchange rate, which had offset a strong increase in the
Chinese market, thus overall growth stalled at a mere 1.4%. In the third quarter, China and Southeast Asia markets
showed healthy growth, and also the Americas and European markets performed well due to increased stopovers. In the
last quarter, a rising trend in school field trips moderated declines in Japanese arrivals. In addition, visitors from the
Chinese and Southeast Asian markets soared 10.5%, thanks to the success of the Visit Korea campaigns and increases in

incentive travel.

¢ Trends by Major Markets

Asia, currently responsible for over 70% of the total inbound travel, showed weakened growth (+3.0%) because the
strong won led to a decrease in arrivals from big markets such as Japan and Hong Kong. On the other hand, the Americas
and Europe which are dominated by business visitors, sustained continued growth (+6.4% and +4.6%, respectively).
Arrivals from Oceania marked the highest growth rate among major markets (up 17.8%) thanks to a strong Australian

dollar and increased stopovers.

Arrivals from Major Markets (by month)
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E The strong won and the overall weakened desire for overseas travel led to a decrease in visitor numbers

The Japanese market started to decline in March, 2007 due to an unfavorable exchange rate. Also, Japan's Golden Week
in May was shorter than usual, which also meant bad news. Furthermore, various events celebrating the 35th anniversary
of the normalization of China-Japan diplomatic relations boosted travel to China, which yet again contributed to less
inbound travel to Korea. In fact, the number of visitors to China increased by 6.2%, while overall departures from Japan
declined by 1.4% in 2007. Arrivals to Korea continued to dwindle during the summer vacation season because many
Japanese opted for domestic destinations such as Okinawa due to the weak yen. October witnessed a temporary upturn
thanks to increases in school field trips and incentive group travel. However, diminishing interests in Hallyu" and the
unfavorable exchange rate led to an overall 4.4% decrease in arrivals in 2007.

By gender, male visitors showed a sharper decrease (-6.0%) than female visitors (-3.1%). Looking at the purpose of

travel, leisure visitors represented over 90% of arrivals from Japan marked a 4.3% fall similar the overall trend. Likewise,
the number of business travellers plummeted by 28.7%. By age group, young travellers tended to show a bigger decrease,
with visitors in their 20s and under 20s declining by 8.1% and 7.2% respectively, while visitors over 60 stagnated at -
0.4%. Males in their 50s and females in the 20s, the two most dominant visitor groups to Korea, diminished by 6.9% and

6.8% respectively.

BB The Chinese market surpassed the 1,000,000 mark thanks to a staggering growth rate

With consecutive double-digit growth rates except for January and April, Chinese visitors per annum (+19.2%) surpassed
the one millionth mark for the first time. First off, the Lunar New Year holiday in February witnessed the usual boost in
inbound visitors. From March the number of Korean-Chinese visitors began to explode, when the Korean government
opened up a new "visitor/work" visa category which applied to ethnic Koreans. Also demand for family packages and
corporate incentive travel showed a healthy increase during the summer vacation season. The high demand continued in
autumn due to an expanded number of air routes and an intensive off-season campaign by the Korea Tourism
Organization.

In terms of gender, the growth rate of female visitors (36.4%) surpassed that of male visitors (25.7%). The ratio of male
to female visitors is 57 to 43. Looking at the purpose of travel, leisure travellers composed 40% of the overall Chinese
arrivals market, triggering only a modest increase of 7.2% over last year. This could be attributed to the many Korean-
Chinese visitors who used to enter Korea with tourist visas, but are now applying for the new visitor/work visas. By age
group, travellers in their 50s made up the biggest group with a jump of 64.2%, followed by children under 10 and those
in their 40's.

B=| A steady increase in US visitors
Arrivals from the US numbered 587,324 (+5.7%), with market share increasing slightly at 9.1%, the

U.S. now ranking 3rd following Japan and China.
Business travellers, the ASTA Congress held in March, and an increased number of stopovers sustained the growth rate of
visitors from the USA.
By gender, males (58.4%) outnumbered females (35.3%). By month, April, May, June, July and October received more
than 50,000 visitors respectively, the second quarter (28.5%) and the third quarter (26.1%) being the busiest.

Bl Active campaigns offset the decline in visitors.

The number of visitors from Taiwan numbered 335,224 (-0.9% from 2006). Taiwan ranks 4th as an inbound market. The

strong won hurt price competitiveness and led to a slower tourism market until August. However, arrivals started to

increase from September. The number of visitors increased during the Chuseok (thanksgiving) holiday, and the ongoing
joint campaign between Jejudo Island and Taiwan's Far Eastern Air Transport from October to March 2008 has contributed
to an upsurge in Taiwanese travellers to Jeju Island, offsetting the dwindling numbers.

By gender, the number of male visitors decreased by 0.6% while female visitors increased by 0.5%. As for the purpose of
visit, leisure travellers stagnated, which tends to be the dominant category. By age group, visitors in their 40s showed a

healthy rise while visitors in their 20s and 30s travelled less to Korea.

Other Regions

Visitors from Hong Kong declined by 2% due to the strong won and a shortage of air routes. Also, demand from
Malaysia decreased by 8%, partly due to changes in air routes to meet the needs of Koreans. On the other hand, arrivals
from Thailand and Singapore increased by 14% and 6% respectively, thanks to the Hallyu boom and increased corporate
incentive travel.

In Europe, although arrivals from the dominant market of Russia decreased slightly (-2.9%), an increase in visitors from
most other countries offset the downturn, marking a 4.6% growth rate overall. Oceania witnessed a surprising 17.8%

increase thanks to the strong Australian dollar, the increased number of flight and more stopover tourists.

Top Ten Inbound Markets (2005-2007)
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The number of departures from Korea in 2007 stood at 13,320,000(+14.8%), due to the strong won.
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The strong won, low-priced tour products launched by neighboring countries and a general preference for overseas
travel led to a continued upsurge in outbound travellers. A total of 13,320,000 headed overseas, more than twice as many
as the number of inbound visitors. The number of outbound departures exploded particularly in January, July and August
-the school vacation seasons-seemingly due to increased demand for short-term language study programs. The thriving
trend of overseas travel calmed down in the second half as the Korean won lost strength.

By gender, male and female visitors increased by 8.3% and 9.9% respectively. By age group, every demographic showed
rather even growth, among which the '60s and older' segment accounted for the strongest growth (19.0%), followed by
the 50s (18.5%), and the '20s and under' (16.7%).

The number of Korean outbound travellers by destination was calculated by tourism boards in major countries. A total of
2,600,000 headed for Japan, surpassing the number of Japanese visitors to Korea for the first time. Also as many as
4,780,000 Korean travellers visited China (+21.8%), which was the most popular destination for Koreans. Macao (+38.5%)

attracted Koreans with their casinos, and Hong Kong (+21.9%) maintained its popularity among shoppers.

kTourism Balance)

The tourism balance in 2007 experienced a 10.1 billion dollar deficit, the highest deficit ever recorded, due to

a surge of outbound travellers and the strong won.

Tourism Receipts and Expenditures (1995-2007)
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In 2007, the amount of money foreign visitors spent in Korea totaled 6.09 billion dollars (5.8%). On the other hand,
Koreans travelling overseas spent 16.95 billion dollars, up 18.2% over 2006. Thus, the tourism balance in 2007 topped the
10.86 billion dollar mark for the first time.

The gap between tourism receipts and expenditures is widening. In 2004, the ratio of tourism receipts (6.05 billion
dollars) to expenditures (9.86 billion dollars) was 1 to 1.6, but in 2007 tourism expenditures were 2.8 times bigger than
receipts.

Departures from Korea showed a strong increase (+15.7%) compared to foreign arrivals (+4.8%), which negatively
impacted the tourism balance. In 2002, departures from Korea outnumbered foreign arrivals by 1.3 times, and in 2007 the

gap widened to more than 2 times.
