The number of tourist arrivals in 2010 totaled 8,797,658 (+12.5% over the previous year). Visitors from Asia made up
6,838,514 or 77.7% of the total (+12.6% from 2009): visitors from the Americas accounted for 813,860 or 9.3% (+8.3%);
and those from Europe totaled 645,753 or 7.3% (+8.0%), while others including Oceania and Africa, as well as Korean
overseas residents, made up 499,531 or 5.7% (+26.9%).

By gender group, both male and female visitors marked growth (+12% and +13% respectively). By market, the growth
trend was led by increased arrivals from nearby markets, such as Malaysia (+41.9%), China (+39.7%), and Thailand (+36.5%).

The first quarter of 2010 showed a slight decline (-1.0%) in contrast to the same period in 2009, when the exchange
rates were favorable. Also as the value added tax (VAT) exemption on Korean hotel rooms was abolished from 2010, the
supply of tour products was not smooth. On the other hand, the visitor volume hit the biggest growth rate in the second
quarter (+21.4%) compared to the poor results of the same period last year, when many trips were canceled or postponed
due to the Influenza A. Demand continued to surge in the third quarter with the arrival of the summer vacation season. In
particular, school field trips from China and increased flights between Incheon and Hong Kong contributed to the overall
increase of 18.6%. The last quarter also witnessed growth in arrivals (+12.1%). Hotel occupancy peaked thanks to school
field trips and Korea's enhanced national image as the host country of the G20 Summit. Demand plunged in December,
however, due to political instability after North Korea's bombing on Yeonpyeong Island and a joint military training

exercise between South Korea and the USA.

(@] (Japan) Japanese travelers to Korea passed the 3 million mark for two consecutive years owing to the continued

strong currency

The number of Japanese visitors to Korea reached 3,023,009, down 1.0% from the previous year. By month, visitors
diminished by 13.2% between January and April, due to the sluggish rebound of Japan's economy and the high base
effect from 2009 when the exchange rates were favorable. Visitor volume marked double-digit growth in May and June,
as the strong yen contributed to an increase of Japanese tourists and the Korean drama 'lris' gained popularity. July
showed a marginal decline due to the House of Councillors election and the FIFA World Cup. The trend turned upwards in
August due to summer vacation.

In September, the visitor volume diminished due to the high base effect from last year when there was a long holiday.
However, demand surged in October and November thanks to the rekindled Korea Wave boom and seasonal demand
(autumn foliage tour and school field trips). Also, the conflict over Senkaku Islands between Japan and China seems to
have turned the attention of Japanese travelers to Korea. Visitors declined again in December, as safety-conscious
Japanese avoided visiting Korea due to continued media coverage on Korea's political instability after North Korea's
bombing on Yeonpyeong Island.

A further breakdown of the Japanese travelers shows the following: by gender group, female visitors(-1.4%) decreased

faster than males (-0.6%); and travel and leisure visitors, which took up over 90% of arrivals from Japan, marked a decline

(~1.1%), while business travelers were up 2.3%. By age group, visitors in their 20s were the most dominant, followed by
50s, 40s, and over 60s. Visitors in their 20s and 40s showed an increase (1.5% and 2.5% respectively), while visitors in their
50s and over 60s were down 6.5% and 3.3% respectively.

Arrivals from Gimpo International Airport were up 149%, as the number of fights on Gimpo-Haneda route increased after
Haneda Airport opened a new international terminal. On the other hand, arrivals via Incheon International Airport

decreased by 6.1%.

EM (China) Strong growth continued due to increased interests in travel to Korea

With China's economic development, Chinese demand for overseas travel is constantly increasing. Therefore, demand for
travelling Korea is on the increase as well. In particular, Chinese arrivals to Korea surpassed the highest record in 2010
with 1,875,157 visitors (+39.7%).

Arrivals in January and February were relatively moderate (+4.9%). Airline capacity was insufficient as overseas travel
demand by Koreans recovered and trips to China were also on the rise. In addition, conciliation between China and Taiwan
contributed to increased mutual visits during the Lunar New Year holiday, diminishing the demand for trips to Korea.

However, the visitor volume marked a double-digit increase from March, as shopping attractions and intensified
promotions led to growth in group travelers such as seniors, families, incentive travelers, and students. Moreover,
featuring outstanding tour products to satisfy the needs of Chinese travelers has contributed to increased arrivals.

By gender, the growth rate of female visitors (51.8%) surpassed that of male visitors (37.0%). The ratio of male to female
visitors is 50 to 50, and the proportion of female visitors is increasing (53:47 in 2009 and 55:45 in 2008). When looking at
the purpose of travel, visitors with 'tour' purposes hit the biggest growth rate with 74.1%, as eased visa regulations and
increased real estate and stock prices led to a surge in demand for overseas travel among the middle-class.
'Study/training" also increased with the implementation of the working-visitor visa regulation (+10.1%). On the other
hand, 'business' travelers declined by 10.9%, which can be attributed to the continued concerns over the global economy.
By age group, visitors in their 30s were the most dominant, followed by 20s, 40s, 50s, under 20s, and over 60s. Visitors

over 60 marked the biggest increase (+66.8%), followed by under 20s (+50.5%) and 50s (+49.6%).

E= (USA) Slowdown in growth due to the Influenza A

Arrivals from the US numbered 652,889 (+6.8%), while its market share (7.4%) is continuously decreasing from 2006
(99%0).

As the US economy showed signs of recovery from late 2009, the number of visitors started to increase centering on
those who have friends or relatives in Korea. Therefore, the visitor volume was on the steady increase except in December,
when trips were canceled and reservations were slow after North Korea's bombing on Yeonpyeong Island. As with other

years, the most popular seasons among Americans for Korean travel were spring and autumn, while arrivals from January
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to March and November to December were relatively moderate.
By gender group, the ratio of males (61%) to females (39%) remained the same as last year, and the growth rates were
quite similar as well (+6.7% and +6.6%, respectively). By age group, visitors in their 40s were the most dominant, followed

by 50s, 20s, 30s, and over 60s. Visitors over 60 marked the biggest increase (+10.4%).

-] (Taiwan) Active campaigns compensated for decline in demand.

The number of visitors from Taiwan numbered 406,352 (+6.8%), thanks to shopping attractions, the Korean Wave and
seasonal demand for spring flowers and autumn foliage. However, conciliation between China and Taiwan contributed to
increased mutual visits, diminishing the demand for trips to Korea. Also, airline capacity was insufficient, as more Koreans
traveled to Taiwan.

Arrivals from Taiwan does not usually fluctuate throughout the year, but the visitor volume decreased drastically in
December 2010 due to North Korea's bombing on Yeonpyeong Island and the anti-Korea sentiment sparked by
controversy over a Taekwondo match during the Asian Games. The result in April was negative as well, but it should be
noted that last year's spring flower tour package was a big success and attracted over 40,000 tourists in April of 2009.

By gender group, females (+10.2%) exhibited a greater increase than males (1.6%). By age group, visitors in their 30s
were the most dominant, followed by 20s and 40s. In particular, visitors in their 20s and 30s took up 52% and led the

growth trend (+21.6% and +13.1% each). On the other hand, visitors in their 50s and over 60s marked decreases.

Other Regions

Arrivals from Thailand witnessed a strong growth rate (+36.5%) and numbered 260,718. Positive images towards Korean
culture and travel are widespread thanks to Korean TV dramas and idol group concerts. Also, Korea is a popular
destination for corporate incentive travel, and the strong Baht further boosted the demand. Accordingly, visits from
Thailand marked double-digit growth rates every month. The most popular months were April and October: April is a
traditional peak season with the Songkran festival, and demand surged in October during school vacations.

The number of visitors from Malaysia passed the 100,000 mark for the first time and numbered 113,675. Marketing for
corporate incentive travel was a success, and also, interests in traveling Korea have increased thanks to the Korean Wave.
In addition, AirAsia (a budget airline) launched service in November, which has also contributed to increased travel.
Therefore, arrivals from Malaysia showed a surprising 41.9% increase.

In Europe, arrivals grew to 645,753 (+8%), with positive results from most major markets such as Russia (+10.0%), UK
(+7.0%), France (+7.8%), and Germany (+0.4%). Although there were various unfavorable events such as the Greek
financial crisis, Iceland's volcano eruption, and heavy snowfalls and cold waves, the market witnessed an overall increase

in arrivals thanks to increased cruise tourists, more stopover visitors, the 20th anniversary of the establishment of
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diplomatic relations between Korea and Russia, and the KTO's promotions to attract FIT visitors.

Arrivals from Oceania numbered 146,089 (+12%). Visitors from Australia were up 13% due to increased stopovers on the

way to Europe as well as the strong Australian dollar. However, overseas travel demand by Koreans led to insufficient

airline capacity, which had somewhat of a negative effect.

Top 10 Inbound Market (2008-2010)
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The appreciation of Korean won and less fluctuations in exchange rates led to a drastic recovery of overseas

travel demand, thus the number of departures from Korea in 2010 numbered 12.49 million (+31.5%).

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Overseas travel by Koreans increased drastically, as the Korean won recovered from the depreciation of 2008 and stood
around 1,100 won per US dollar in 2009. Less fluctuations in exchange rates contributed to an upsurge of overseas travel
demand as well. Therefore, the number of departures from Korea was up 31.5% to 12.49 million travelers, nearing the
record-high figure of 13.32 million in 2007.

From the third quarter, more than one million Koreans headed overseas each month. Demand peaked as usual during
the school vacation periods of January, July, and August. Overseas travel demand continued in other months, and March
and April were the only low months. It seems that outbound travel is now well recovered from the low demand of the last
two years.

By gender, male and female visitors increased by 28.8% and 42.4% respectively. By age group, visitors in their 30s were
the most dominant, followed by 40s, 20s, 50s, under 20s, and over 60s. Travelers over 60 marked the biggest increase
(+58.4%%), followed by 50s (+47.8%) and under 20s (+44.4%).

The number of Korean outbound travelers by destinations was collected by the tourism boards in major countries. A
total of 4.076 million Korean travelers visited China (+27.5%), which is the most popular destination for Koreans. Also, the
Japanese market showed a positive growth rate with 2.44 million visitors (+53.8%), followed by the USA (up 49% to 1.11
million arrivals), Hong Kong (up 44% to 891 thousand visitors) and Thailand (up 30.3% to 806 thousand visitors).
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The tourism balance in 2010 became worse and reached a 4 billion dollar deficit, as Korea's tourism

expenditures soared by the high increase of outbound volume.

Tourism Receipts and Expenditures (1995-2010)

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Korea's tourism receipts soared to the 9 billion dollar mark in 2008 thanks to favorable exchange rates, and stood at
10.3 billion dollars in 2010(+5.5%). Although receipts were up due to the increase of visitor volume, average receipts per
visitor were down 6.2% compared to the previous year(US$1,173). It seems that the stabilized exchange rates have
become less attractive to travellers.

Koreans traveling overseas spent 14.3 billion dollars(+29%), as the outbound volume soared by 31.5%. However, travel
expenditure per traveller stood at 1,144 dollars, down 19 dollars compared to the previous year, as more Koreans opted

for wise spending while traveling overseas.
